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Funds to Be Used for Workplace Health Programs  

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) announced that there is $10 

million available from the Patient and Protection and Affordable Care Actôs (PPACA) 

Prevention and Public Health Fund.  These funds are to be used by employers, wellness 

companies, and benefits consultants to establish and evaluate workplace programs that 

address physical activity, nutrition, and tobacco use in the workplace.  

The initiative's goal:  to improve workplace environments to support healthy lifestyles and 

reduce risk factors for chronic medical conditions such as heart disease, cancer, stroke, 

and diabetes. However, you must apply by August 8, 2011.   

The funds will be awarded via a competitive contract to organizations with the expertise 

and capacity to work with groups of employers across the nation to develop and expand 

workplace health programs in small and large worksites. Examples of these types of 

health programs include establishing tobacco-free worksites, promoting flextime to allow 

employees to be more physically active, and offering more healthy food choices in 

worksite cafeterias and vending machines.  Additionally, workplace programs should 

include strategies to engage employees in designing and implementing these programs.    

Funds are also available to organizations willing to conduct a national evaluation of this 

initiative.
